SAFETY INSTRUCTION NO. 13/2024-25"

Sub: Precaution During Working at Level Crossing

(1) Alertness - The Gateman should be alert, vigilant & in proper uniform and be .

prepared to take immediate action, should danger be apprehended.

: (2) Gateman should strictly follow the normal condition of gate (normally either open to"

road traffic or close to road traffic). ; ¢ L

(3) Before issuing the private number to the station master for non—interlobked gaté, gate
man must ensure the closure of gate.

(4) In normal case the gateman shall not open the gate once Private number has been
issued as an assurance of closure of gate for the passage of a train until the said

train has passed the LC gate completely.

' (5) Whenever the gate is to be opened for passage of road traffic, on duty Gateman

should ensure that he has not issue -any private number. The Gateman on duty
before opening the level crossing gate shall erect ‘Red Banner Flag during day and
HS lamp with Red light during night at 5 meters on either side of level crossing gate.

Position durir;g passage of trains - The Gatemen at all level crossing gates should
stand attentively at té\e gate lodge side facing the track with furled red and green
flags during day in right and left hand respectively and at night hold the hand signal
lamp with white light pointing towards track. ¥ j
The Gatemen shall also watch all passing train to see any unusual conditions like "
Hot Axle, hanging part, brake binding, vehicle/wagon on fire, load shifted or any other
unusual conditions and take prompt action to warn the LP/ALP/T M of the tréin by

showing a danger signal.
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(8) ‘Action in emergency - In case of an obstruction at the level crossing tne Gateman
should maintain the gate signals, if any, in the "ON" position and if unable to remove
it, protect the line as under -

(a) On double line, he shall plant a Red banner flag by day and a Red Iighr by night at
a distance of 5 metres away on the line on which a train is expected to arrive fi rst
then plant srmllarly another red banner flag/red light on the other line at the site of

. obstruction. He shall then pick up danger hand signal and showing it, proceed on that

line towards the direction on which a train is expected to arrive first to a point 600
métres on Broad Gauge from the level crossing and place one detonatpr on the ling,
after which proceed further to not less than 1200 metres from the level crossing and
place 3- detonators on the line about 10 metres apart. Having thus protected the line
on which a train is expected to approach first, he should return to the level crossmg,
plckmg up the intermediate detonator on his way back. He shall then proceed on the
other line showing danger hand signal, place detonators similarly and return to the
site of obstruction.
(b) On single line, if the line is obstructed, he shall plant a Red banner flag by day

' and Red light by night at a distance of 5 metres away towards the direction from
which a train is expected to arrive first, and then plant similarly another Red banner
flag /Red light towards the opposite direction at the site of obstruction. He ehall then
pick up red hand signal and protect the Iine.in the direction as in sub-para (a) above,
from which a train is expected to approach first, retnrn to the site of obstruction,‘and

. proceed with all haste in the other direction to protect the line in the same manner.

(c) Gateman should take immediate action to inform the Mate, P.W.I, and the nearest
Station Master about the obstruction at the level crossing through messenger or any
other means available.

(9) Parting.of a Train - If a Gateman notices that a train has parted, he shall not show a
stop hand signal to the Driver, but shall endeavour to attract the attentiOn of the
LP/ALP and the TM by shouting, gesticulating or other means. He should also show
green hand signal during day and white light during .night waving ub and down.

vertically as high and as low as possible. Red hand signal should not be exhibited in
case of train parting. If possible, after passing the front portion he shall also

try to place three detonators on the line 10 metres apart to attract the
attention of the guard. s
(10) The Gateman should ensure that the gate lamps and lamps of all gate s'rgnals are

lighted and kept burning continuously from sunset to sunrise.




NOTE:-
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. (11) No Gateman shall leave his gate unless other Gateman has taken charge of it. If it is

necessary to leave his gate in an emergency, before doing so, he should close and
lock the gates-against the public road. :

(12) The Gateman should see that the channel for the flange of the wheel is kept clear.

(13) At level crcssings, if any gate or barrier gets damaged / out of order the Gatéman
should use the spare chain and STOP BOARD for closing against the road traffic.

. (14) As 'soon as possible, the Gateman should report to the nearest Station Maste;,.i
Gang Mate or Permanent Way Inspector any defect in his gate or the apparatus
pertaining to it. ' : _ :

( 15) At gates the signallor signals of which have become defective, the Gateman should
close and lock the gates on sighting of train and hand sighal or pilot the train past the
defective signal. In such case he should inform the LP fo report about the defective
signal or signals to the Station Master at the next station.

- (16) In the event of a gate signal becoming defective the Gateman shouvld maintain.the
signal in the 'ON' position. 2

. (17) The Gateman should ensure that the-‘gate equipment is in working order and ready

. forusein emergency.

(18) During Hand over charge and Take over charge all safety equipment and other
accessories of gate lodge should be checked thoroughly.

(19) The Gaterman should be well conversant with the Gate Working Rule and 'I.ocal
language. :

. (20) Every Gateman shall as for as possible prevent tréspassing by persons or cattle.

This instruction is only for a ready reference and in no v.vay supersede any rule
books/manuals/JPO/Zonal circulars/Divisional Circulars/Instructions issued from time to time. In

case of any doubt, concerned rule books and literature prevailing in Central Railway should be
